The Mud Creek Watershed contains some of
the most scenic and ecologically significant
land in central Indiana. Historical and
archeological sites predating the first settlers
are scattered throughout the watershed. The
southern end of the watershed abuts Fort
Harrison State Park and extends its protective
buffer by hundreds of acres.

Mud Creek and its tributaries, which flow
across parts of Madison, Hamilton and Marion
counties, are an area of exceptional
biodiversity threatened by urban sprawl. The
desirability of property in the watershed and
its proximity to Indianapolis and Fishers has
resulted in a rapidly increasing subdivision of
remaining large land parcels and an alarming
loss of open space and wildlife habitat.
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Conserving Open Space
THE HEART OF OUR WORK

Incorporated in 1995, the Mud Creek
Conservancy is an all volunteer nonprofit
land trust working to protect the watershed.
The Conservancy utilizes a number of tools to
facilitate land conservation.

Landowners can donate a conservation easement
to the Conservancy. This protects undeveloped
portions of the property in perpetuity while
permitting unrestricted use of the remainder.
Qualified donations may be eligible for Federal
income tax deductions.

The Conservancy also accepts outright donations
of natural land, perhaps as part of a donor's
estate planning process. Additionally, MCC raises
funds to purchase properties threatened by
development.

Once a property or conservation easement is
acquired, the Conservancy assumes stewardship
responsibilities to assure that the parcel remains
protected in perpetuity.
